OWNER-OCCUPIED RESIDENCES


�Homeowners of a 1, 2, 3, or 4-Family, Owner-occupied Residence, are eligible to file Form CE-200 when applying for a building permit when they are:


Listed as the General Contractor on the building permit, and the homeowner:


Is performing all the work for which the building permit was issued him/herself,


Is not hiring, paying or compensating in any way, the individual(s) that is (are) performing all the work for which the building permit was issued or helping the homeowner perform such work, or


Has a homeowner’s insurance policy that is currently in effect and covers the property for which the building permit was issued AND the homeowner is hiring or paying individuals a total of less than 40 hours per week (aggregated hours for all paid individuals on the jobsite) for the work for which the building permit was issued.


If the homeowner of a 1, 2, 3, or 4-Family, Owner-occupied Residence is hiring or paying individuals a total of 40 hours or MORE in any week (aggregated hours for all paid individuals on the jobsite) for the work for which the building permit was issued, then the homeowner may NOT file the “Affidavit of Exemption” form, CE-200, but must either:


Acquire appropriate workers’ compensation coverage and provide, to the town, issuing the building permit, appropriate proof of that coverage, on forms C-105.2 or U-26.3, OR


List the general contractor who will perform the work as the “contractor” on the building permit. The “Contractor” is then required to provide appropriate proof of workers’ compensation coverage, or proof of exemption from that coverage, to the Town.


Homeowners serving as the General Contractor of their New Home shall submit a form CE-200 if they are not paying anyone to help build the New Home and only have uncompensated friend and family helping.





Proof of Liability Insurance for the Contractor must come in the form of a certificate of liability insurance – also known as an ACORD 25 form which is to be submitted to the Town with the Town of Riga, 6460 Buffalo Rd, Churchville, NY 14428  listed at the bottom as the certificate holder.





HOW TO OBTAIN A CE-200





There is an online application for the CE-200 at (�HYPERLINK "http://www.businessexpress.ny.gov/"��www.businessexpress.ny.gov�) it asks if your are applying as a homeowner or business, then it would list the reasons for exemption that pertain to what was selected.


Once you are on the website, click on Apply Online as Homeowner �
